Be It Ordained by the City Council of the City ofDes Moines, Iowa:

Section 1. That the Municipal Code of the City ofDes Moines, Iowa, 2000, adopted by

Ordinance No. 13,827, passed June 5, 2000, as heretofore amended, is hereby amended by

repealing Section 42-304, and by amending Section 42-305, by striking references to the Citizen

Odor Board, as follows:

Sec. 42-304. GitaeH-edeF-boaFdrReserved.

(a)—There is established a citizen odor board eefisisting of no fewer than seven and no more

than fifteen citizens. The mayor may recommend candidates to fill three positions on the

eifeen order beard and every other member of the city council may recommend candidates

to fill twe-pesitions on the board.

Sec. 42-305. Reports to city council.

(a) The city manager shall provide a report to the city council containing all data generated
through the odor hotline-and received from the reports of the citizen odor board.

(b) Reports on any enforcement action undertaken by the environmental health division shall

also be included.

(c) Such report shall be made no later than the second council meeting of each month.

Section 2. This ordinance shall be in fall force and effect from and after its passage and

publication as provided by law.
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
