BACKGROUND -

The Waterbury Neighborhood Foundation desires to undertake a
project to design and construct a new neighborhood entrance at
Grand Avenue between Polk Boulevard and 48th Street. The
neighborhood has raised funds for an engraved brick walkway and
has a probable cost associated with the entire project at
approximately $60,000.

The conceptual master plan calls for an entrance sign, markers,
lighting, and landscaping to include hardy perennials, shrubs, and
trees. The Foundation plans to install the brick walkway this fall. The
Park and Recreation Department plans to purchase and plant $20,000
in perennials.
