d. The applicant has not met the burden required to demonstrate that the requested
design alternative meets the criteria for approval or that the result of the design
alternative would equal or exceed the results of strict compliance with Section 135-
2.5.3.A.9 of the Planning and Design Ordinance.

e. The applicant has not shown that the requested design alternative is consistent with
all relevant purpose and intent statements of the Planning and Design Ordinance and
with the general purpose and intent of the comprehensive plan.

f. The applicant has not shown that the requested design alternative will not have a
substantial or undue adverse effect on the public health, safety, and general welfare.
g. The applicant has not shown that specific site features or characteristics of the subject
property create conditions that make strict compliance with applicable regulations
impractical or undesirable.
